When using AP style, would you capitalize a formal title that was used after a name? Such as:

Mr. Belo has served as chief deputy commissioner for 12 years.

Answer: No. Formal titles used after a name are lowercased in AP style (q.v. AP entry "titles"): "In general,
confine capitalization to formal titles used directly before an individual's name."
