Many Americans woke up on December 7, 1941, to learn that United States
military ships had been surprised by an attack by the Imperial Japanese Navy
bombers and torpedo planes. That morning, sixty- nine years ago, more than three
hundred Japanese planes bombed Pearl| Harbor, Hawaii, killing more than 2,400
people. This was the largest attack on the United States until the September 11,
2001. In 1962, a memorial was completed and dedicated to the victims of Pearl
Harbor. The symbol of that terrible event was the fiery destruction of the
battleship Arizona, which sank within nine minutes. The attack on Pearl Harbor
resulted in President Franklin D. Roosevelt's decision to enter World War II. The
wrath of ordinary Americans was ignited and drove an isolationist United States
into war. Consequently, Germany and Italy, Japan's allies, declared war on the
United States. Americans were plunged into World War II shouting the slogan
"Remember Pearl Harbor " Today, in 2010, it should be noted that those three
countries are among the closest allies of the United States.
